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When I was a kid, T did not like to obey my parents. As I became a teenager, that attitude wor'sened At that moment, I
thought that being obedient was simply unreasonable. Now I realize that training a child to be obedient is for his own good, for
parents have experienced the consequences of not following adult's instructions or advices.
Responsible parents will train their children to observe rules and be responsible. Children must learn to play by the rules,
distinguish the right from wrong and shoulder responsibilities. Of course, obeying the rules or authorities may not be always
correct since you may not always be given the correct instructions. Therefore, we must bear in mind the importance of critical

thinking. It is crucial to decide when is the right time to obey or disobey.
